On the worning of 3 July 1952, precisely at 0608 hours, the technical manager
of the broedcssting station at Hann Center observed an unusual object follawing
8 strange path sbove Dakear.

It moved fros west to
east apd disappeared with a swoop upwerds, accerding to the witoness, vho believes
that the object vas about 1,500 weters high when he first noticed 1%, thm.qh he
sdnits th-t it vas difficult to Judge its approximate altitude.
