It
wvas visiblg, for 2 wminutes, then traveled off-at a great speed and disappeared,
without seeming to change its altitude, in the direction of the Auvergoe Moun-
tains. A sbort vhile later, Madet saw a red, crescent-gshaped object which .
appeared to be three times ag large as -the moon in its first quarter. The object
disappeared at a very great speed toward the soutbwest.
